	Shot Description: This is a simple effect involving motion blur – the blur that comes from using a slow shutter while something is in motion. You move the camera in the same direction that the subject is moving, while selecting a relatively low shutter speed on manual. That blurs the background more than it does the subject and produces an effect like this.
