Photo 1 – “True Story” 10 pts

Benchmark: FA.9-12.1.6: Evaluate the effectiveness of the use of elements and principles of art and design in works of art


Objective: The goal of photojournalism is to tell a true story. In the next few days you will document an event and write about it. Before you begin photographing the event you choose, think of the best way to tell it’s story. 

Task
1. Brainstorm possible events that you are familiar with it happening in the next day or so. Think about what you really care about and make a list of these things. Take your top three subjects and write a few sentences about each of them. Narrow those three choices to your top choice and decide what would make a suitable subject for photography. 

2. Answer questions such as…
What is happening and why is it happening? 
What is the most important aspect of the event?
How do the people you are photographing feel about the event?
How do you feel about the event?

Example:
a) Volleyball practice – Although today was the first time I actually attended one of my daughter’s volleyball practice sessions, I assumed that it wasn’t a normal practice. When I peeked in the door to see if practice was over I noticed that they were in a huddle talking with the coach. Just a few seconds later the team broke out in a Happy Birthday song to one of the players. They held hands and sang in unison. I saw lots of smiles as the song continued and I knew that although those girls weren’t biological family, they were still family.

3. Take a photo that best represents the event you choose to document. Make sure that it best represents the way you feel about it. Try to make the photo look as natural and un-posed as possible. As a photographer you will need to make artistic choices as to how you can capture the best portray emotions. Give your photograph a title. 

Examples of events (any real life activity) In the next few days you will document an event.
a) Sports game
b) Family Gathering
c) Someone ding their hobby
d) Music Performance

4. Write a 5-6 sentence article that goes along with your picture. Remember to answer the questions from #2 (above) in your article. Please type and print out a hard copy.
