Objective: Photography 2 students will challenge themselves and apply all prior knowledge (technique, composition, art elements, design principles, and all other aspects that allow them to make good artistic choices) learned in Photography 1 & 2 and apply toward this culminating portfolio. The overall objective is to make student learning evident and visual. 
Tasks: 
1. Students will use a dslr camera to photograph one photo to represent each of the 7 art elements:

Line
Shape 

Form

Color

Value

Texture

Space

2. Students will use a dslr camera to photograph one photo to represent each of the 8 design principles:

Emphasis

Balance
Contrast

Repetition/Variation
Movement

Transition
Proportion
Unity

3. Students will choose a concentration (theme) that will guide artistic choices and link photos together. This concentration will be explained in the following questions

a. What is the main idea of your concentration? (500 characters or less)

b. How does the work in your concentration demonstrate the consideration of your idea? (1000 characters or less)

4. Students will use a dslr camera to photograph 7-10 photo within their concentration. Photos may be edited or manipulated using appropriate software if it relates to the concentration. 

Components: Portfolios will be split in to 2 components: 
1.  Breadth (containing the art elements and design principles)  
2. Concentration (containing photos relating to their chosen concentration that has been teacher approved). 
*The following checkpoints will be counted as assignments (10 pts each):

Friday 2/13: Concentration (top 3 choices)

Wednesday 2/25: Min. of 2 art elements and 2 design principles photos emailed or shared via Google Docs to Mrs. Aiwohi

Friday 2/27: Final Concentration chosen and emailed to Mrs. Aiwohi

Monday 3/2: Rough draft of your concentration questions emailed as an attachment to Mrs. Aiwohi
Wednesday 3/4: Min. of  2 Concentration photos emailed to Mrs. Aiwohi
