	Conclusion

	The concluding paragraph effectively unifies and closes the essay. It makes a point about the process that is creative and interesting.
	The concluding paragraph effectively unifies and closes the essay, but it does not make a very interesting point about the process.
	The concluding paragraph relates a conclusion to the process, but it does little to unify and close the essay around the steps of the process.
	There is no conclusion or point made about the process.

	Clear progression of details with a clear structure that enhances the essay and provides a clear step-by-step description of the process. Transitions are appropriate and used effectively to indicate the time order of the steps.
