1. Develop a recipe, which will include information that alludes to plot, characters, setting, and theme. 
2. Use specific words within your recipe to capture your interpretation and analysis of characterization, setting, themes, etc. 
3. List ingredients that reflect the content of the book in the order of greatest quantity first and least quantity last. 
4. Complete the included chart using textual evidence to support your analysis. 
*What follows is an example of a recipe for Breaking Dawn from the Twilight Saga.
Twilight Saga Trifle

For this recipe you will need the following ingredients: 
1 pint of blood from an irresistible, pure female teenager

1 male tall, handsome, vampire 
1 American Indian adamant, handsome, muscular male wolf 
1 half human, half vampire child
1 Vampire Family – including a peace making dad, loving mom, protective sister, charming brother in law, witty & creative sister, and shy, quiet brother in law.
1 concerned father 
1 carefree, ditsy, and silly travelling mother 
1 wolf pack – 1 alpha male, 5 male wolves prone to angry outbursts, & 1 female wolf who protects her younger brother

1 3-pack of powerful, immortal, fearless Volturi 

Pinch of Courtesy

Tbsp of Respect

½ cup of Supernatural gifts

1 tsp of Immortality

1 block of Mystery and Secrets
1 8 oz container supporting vampires
Materials:

1 Forks High School scraper

City of Forks trifle bowl
For the first layer: 
Blend 1 male vampire with the blood of 1 female teenager until smooth. Using the Forks High School scraper slowly fold the cooled mixture with 1 male wolf. Set this layer in the refrigerator to harden for about 1 hour.
After the first layer has hardened cut into bite size cubes and soak cubes in a bowl of 1 half human, half vampire child until well absorbed. Set on the side.  
For the second layer: 

Boil the vampire family and 1 wolf pack over medium heat until melted and smooth. Add courtesy and respect to this layer. Set aside to cool and thicken.

For the third layer: 

With an egg beater beat 1 concerned father with 1 carefree, ditsy, and silly, travelling mother. Make sure to beat well until all lumps are smooth. This may take a while. 

For the whipped topping whip on high speed 1 3-pack of powerful, immortal, fearless Volturi, Immortality, Supernatural gifts, and mystery & secrets. Whip until mixture starts to thicken and stiffen.

Using a City of Forks trifle bowl start layering your trifle starting with the first layer, second layer, then third layer. Repeat this layering process until you reach your desired height of your trifle. When you are finished you may top with the whipped Volturi topping and sprinkle with 1 8 oz. container of supporting vampires.

	Fear reappears throughout this book in various ways. Bella has always had a fear of losing Edward which is why she was so willing to become a vampire and live an immortal live with him. She could not bear to the thought of living without him. 
Fear also appears in Jacob Black. He fears not only losing Bella to the Cullens, but also fears that she could possibly get hurt unknowingly or unintentionally by the vampire family.

This quote by Bella shows her fear of the Volturi (leader of the vampire world) and the possible harm they could cause her and her family, especially her daughter Renesme and husband Edward. She makes her fear known by her comments of dying. Even after she has transformed from human to vampire, her fear of the Volturi is very evident.

	“The Children of the Moon have been our bitter enemies from the dawn of time. We have hunted them to near extinction in Europe and Asia. Yet Carlisle encourages a familiar relationship with this enormous infestation – no doubt in an attempt to overthrow us. The better to protect his warped lifestyle” (Caius)


	Although Caius is not a main character his presence in the story is strongly felt. Being a member of the Volturi (leader of the vampire world), Caius is very intimidating. He seems to always be filled with rage and hate and is ruthless when it comes to protecting the vampire world. He does not have any sympathy for those who endanger their lifestyle. Caius demonstrates his lack of compassion through his bitter remarks and it is Aro (head of Volturi) that makes more rational decisions.
